„I learn it by heart“.means you memorize it word by word.

He has decided to learn the English irregular verbs by heart. 

„At heart“ can mean fundamentally, in one's deepest feelings.

Alice is a good manager but at heart she's a teacher. 

„I lose heart“ means you get discouraged.

When I saw how good the other contestants were I began to lose heart. 

„It will break my heart“.means something will make you very sad. 

It breaks my heart to leave here. I've really enjoyed it. 

„I didn't have the heart to say no“ means you cannot refuse somebody something, even though you know it is not a good idea. 

Liz really wanted to borrow it and I didn't have the heart to say no. 

„She has a heart of gold“ means she is very kind and generous to others.  

Jim appears bad –tempered but he's got a heart of gold. 

„It is a subject close to my heart“.means you care a lot about something. 

Solving the unemployment is a subject close to my heart. 

„I set my heart on' it“ means you really really want to do or have something.  

She set her heart on getting that job. 

„My heart is not in it“ means you are no longer motivated to do something.

I'm going to give up this job. My heart is not in it any more. 

„My heart of hearts“ means your truest inner feelings.  

In my heart of hearts, I never really wanted to study law. 

„My heart is in the right place“.means you are well-intentioned.  

Mike is sometimes tactless but his heart is in the right place. 

„We have a heart-to-heart talk“ means you have an intimate discussion about your true feelings. 

We need to have a heart-to-heart discussion about our future.
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
